Appendix 4 – STATEMENT OF AN ECONOMIC OPERATOR PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 88 PARAGRAPH 1 OF THE LAW ON PUBLIC PROCUREMENT
I. GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1 Definitions
1.1.1 Specific terms used in this tender documentation have the following meaning:

“Public Contract” shall mean a contract concluded in writing between one or more economic operators and the contracting authority and having its object as supply of products and provision of services;

“Public Procurement Procedure” shall mean a procedure conducted by the contracting authority, having as its aim or activity the purchase or acquisition of products and services;
“Economic Operator” shall mean any natural person or legal entity or group of such persons/entities, including any temporary associations, which offer products and services on the market or in the public procurement procedures;
“Tenderer” shall mean an economic operator that has submitted a tender;
“Contractor” shall mean a tenderer or a group of tenderers that concluded a public contract;
“Subcontractor” shall mean a legal entity or natural person that supplies products, provides services or executes works directly related to the performance of the contractor framework agreement for the tenderer with whom the contracting authority has concluded a public contract or framework agreement;

“Tender Documentation” shall mean any document produced by the contracting authority or referred to by the contracting authority, and which describes or determines the elements of a specific procurement or procedure, including the contract notice, the prior information notice or period indicative notice used as a substitute for the contract notice, the technical specifications, the descriptive document, the proposed contract conditions, the forms to be filled by the candidates or tenderers, information on generally applicable regulations and any additional documents;

“Technical Specifications” shall mean: specifications defining the characteristics of the product or service, such as quality level, environmental and climate performance, description of all requirements (including accessibility of disabled persons) and conformity assessment, performance level, using of product, safety or dimensions, including the procedures for quality assurance, terminology, symbols, testing methods, packaging, marking and labeling, and also user instructions, production processes and methods at any stage of the life cycle of the goods or services, as well as procedures for conformity assessment;
“Equivalent” shall mean that the goods or services tendered have the same or better technical features than those set out in the technical specification of the subject-matter of the procurement;
“Acceptable Tender” shall mean a tender submitted by the tenderer, which meets the selection requirements, the needs and demands specified by the contracting authority in the technical specifications and the other tender documentation, which is timely, which does not have an abnormally low price, and which has a final price that does not exceed the funds that have been provided or that could be additionally provided by the contracting authority in accordance with this Law;
“Unsuitable Tender” shall mean a tender that does not correspond to the needs and demands specified by the contracting authority in the tender documentation without substantial modifications;

“Written” or “in writing” shall mean any expression consisting of words or figures which can be read, reproduced and subsequently communicated, including information transmitted and stored by electronic means, provided that the security of the content is ensured and the signature is identifiable;
“Electronic means” shall mean electronic equipment for the processing and storage of data (including digital compression), which is transmitted, conveyed and received by wire, radio or optical means or by other electromagnetic means;
“Electronic System for Public Procurement (hereinafter referred to as: ESPP)” shall mean a signed information system available on the Internet, which is used in order to enable greater efficiency, transparency and cost-effectiveness in the field of public procurement;
“Variant” shall mean a tender in which the tendered offers a subject-matter of procurement meeting the minimum requirements, or standards set out by the contracting authority in the tender documentation, but in a different manner, with other technical characteristics or methods than those laid down in the technical specification.
1.2 Contracting Authority

1.3 Subject-matter of the Public Contract
1.3.1 Subject-matter of the Contract is the procurement of construction works for reconstruction of an existing diplomatic object in ZURICH with an upgrade obtained with succession of the SFRY owned by the Republic of North Macedonia
Detailed description of the Subject-matter is provided in the Technical Specifications.

1.3.2 The Subject-Matter of the public procurement is divided into lots in accordance with this Tender Documentations and accompanied Technical Specifications, including:

 PART 1 – Procurement of construction works for renovation of the object of the Consulate
 PART 2 – Production of a new sewage and plumbing
PART 3 – Dismantling and dislocation of contaminated materials and
PART 4 – Procurement of furniture and interior equipment for the object of the Consulate 

The Economic Operator may tender for one, more or all parts of the Subject of the Public Contract. The Economic Operator may not individually divide the elements of the individual part. For every individual part of the Subject of the Contract a special electronic auction shall be made through an electronic system for public procurements (https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk). Subject of every auction shall be the total price including all expenses and discounts without VAT for every part of the Subject of the Public Contract. The offered price shall include the import duties, if any, and the same shall be expressed separately.

1.3.3 The Public Contract shall be valid for up to 1 (one) year maximum from the day of concluding the contract with the selected Contractor of the procurement or until the complete financial use of the value of the Contract.

1.4 Applicable Regulations
1.4.1 This procedure is performed in accordance with the Public Procurement Law (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia No. 24/19 and Official Gazette of the Republic of North Macedonia No. 87/21, 228/22) the applicable bylaws, as well as material provisions settling the Subject of the tender.

1.4.2 While preparing their tenders, the Economic Operators should have into consideration the applicable regulations from the field of taxes and other public duties, labour relations, working requirements, protection on the workplace, personal data protection. All the regulations shall be found in the appropriate issues of the Official Gazette of the Republic of North Macedonia. The tenderer shall get additional data in relation to the applicable regulations of the above-mentioned fields from the Public Revenue Office, the Customs Administration and the Ministry of Finance (regarding taxes and other public duties), the Ministry of Labour and Social Policy (regarding labour relations, working requirements and protection on the workplace), the Personal Data Protection Agency (regarding protection of personal data).
1.4.3 Note in relation to personal data protection: The Economic Operators, when submitting documents to establish their capacity or as criteria when evaluating the tender, having into consideration that they are in a capacity of a controller, are responsible for the quality of the personal data in the specific case for the personal data of the employee / engaged persons, should submit the personal data only in the volume required to fulfill the goal, namely in function of fulfilling the goal, and in case the document they should submit contains more categories of personal data, then in relation to those categories of personal data, which are not necessary, the Economic Operators shall undertake appropriate measures for the same not to be visible, i.e., to be anonymize (Source: www.bjn.gov.mk, “Opinion of the Personal Data Protection Agency”, 2020).
1.5  General measures for prevention of corruption
1.5.1 The Contracting Authority shall be obliged to take all the necessary measures in the Public Procurement Procedure aimed at timely detection of corruption and elimination or mitigation of the detrimental consequences of corruption.

1.5.2 The person Ivan Karanfilovski from the competent Ministry of Foreign Affairs, contact mob. 075/367-968, e-mail: ivan.karanfilovskia@mfa.gov.mk, is authorized for the receipt of complaints for protected internal and external complaining by informants, and in relation to the corruption in the public procurement.
 
1.6 Type of Public Procurement Procedure
1.6.1 The Public Contract shall be awarded through an open procedure.
1.6.2 This procedure shall be enforced by electronic means through the Electronic System for Public Procurement (hereinafter referred to as: ESPP), available on the following web page https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk and the Rulebook for the manner of using the Electronic System for Public Procurement (Official Gazette of the Republic of North Macedonia No. 64/2019 and 271/2019).

1.6.3 Unless during the public procurement procedure, the most advantageous tender is a tender with price higher than the amount set out in the public procurement, the Contracting Authority may change the decisions and to additionally provide resources required for realization of the Contract, under the condition that the commission decides that the same is economically more affordable than repeating the procedure and the offered price is not less acceptable than the real market prices and shall not surpass the value threshold set out in relation to the type of procedure in accordance with the Public Procurement Law.
1.7 Special ways of awarding a Public Contract
1.7.1 Electronic auction 

1.7.1.1 The Public Contract shall be awarded by electronic auction in which it will receive new prices, revised downwards, or new values concerning certain elements of tenders.
 

1.7.1.2 Subject to an electronic auction shall be:

price only, where the criterion for selection of the most advantageous tender is the lowest price only
 

1.7.1.3 All tenderers, who submitted acceptable tenders, shall be simultaneously invited to submit new prices or new values
 in relation to the part of the tender, which is subject of the electronic auction.

1.7.1.4 All tenderers shall have access to the information in every stage of the auction, which shall provide them to determine their rank at any time.

1.7.1.5 Unless there is one acceptable tender only in the public procurement procedure, the electronic auction shall not be performed.

1.7.1.6 After the end of the electronic auction, if the subject of the tender or the individual part comprises more items, the prices of every individual part shall be calculated with appropriate decrease, which shall be equal to the decrease percentage of the price of the first tender of the selected most advantageous tenderer (before the electronic auction) and the price of the last tender (after the end of the auction).
1.7.2 Framework Agreement
1.7.2.1 This procedure shall not end by concluding a framework agreement.
1.8 Resources
The resources for realization of the Public Contract, which is subject of this procedures, shall be provided from the Budget of the Republic of North Macedonia / Budget of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

2. CLARIFICATION, MODIFICATION AND SUPPLEMENTS OF THE TENDER DOCUMENTATION
2.1 Availability of the Tender Documentation
2.1.1 The tender documentation shall be available to every interested Economic Operator through ESPP in the format that the Economic Operators may directly use it.

2.2 Clarification or modification of the Tender Documentation
2.2.1 The Economic Operator may ask for a clarification of the tender documentation through the module “Questions and Answers” of the ESPP at least 8 (eight) days before the deadline of submission of the tenders.

2.2.2 The clarification of the Contracting Authority shall be submitted through the same module, without revealing the identity of the Economic Operator that asked the question, whereupon the Economic Operators that took the tender documentation shall automatically receive the electronic notification that there is an answer to the asked question.

2.3 Modification and supplements of the Tender Documentation
2.3.1 The Contracting Authority may, at its own discretion or on the basis of the submitted explanatory questions submitted by the Economic Operators, amend or supplement the tender documentation, in the shortest possible time, but not later than 6 (six) days before the end of the deadline for submission of tenders, it makes available the amendments and additions in the same way as it made available the tender documentation, after which all the Economic Operators who downloaded it will receive an automatic electronic notification that an amendment has been published.
.2.3.2 In case of amendment of the tender documentation, the contracting authority will extend the deadline for submission of tenders in proportion to the complexity of the amendment or supplement to the tender documentation in the last 8 (eight) days before the deadline for submission of tenders.

3. PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION OF TENDERS
3.1 Right to participation
3.1.1 Any interested natural or legal person or group of such persons, including all temporary associations, who offer the subject of procurement on the market or in the public procurement procedure, has the right to submit a tender.

3.1.2 The Joint Tender, as an integral part, shall include a contract for submitting a Joint Tender through which the members in the group of Economic Operators assume liability towards each other and towards the Contracting Authority for performance of the Public Contract, and it shall particularly contain the following data:
- the member of the group that will act as a group leader, i.e. that will submit the tender and represent the group, 

- the member of the group that will sign the Public Contract on behalf of the group of Economic Operators,

- the member of the group that will issue the invoice and account to which payments shall be made,
- a brief description of the obligations of each member of the group of Economic Operators for performance of the Contract.
3.1.3 The members of the group of Economic Operators shall be jointly and severally liable towards the Contracting Authority for the obligations assumed by the Tender.

3.1.4 The Economic Operator who has one or more negative references, the group of Economic Operators in which an Economic Operator who has a negative reference is a member has no right to participate in the procedure in accordance with Article 101 paragraph 7 of the Law.
3.1.5 The Economic Operator, within the same Public Procurement Procedure, may participate only in one tender. All tenders shall be rejected if the Economic Operator:
· participates in more than one tender and/or as a member in a Joint Request to tender; or
· participates as a Subcontractor in another individual tender and/or as a member in a Joint Request to tender.
3.1.6 The Economic Operator may participate as a Subcontractor in more than one tender.

3.1.7 The persons who participated in the preparation of the tender documentation must not be bidders or members of a group of bidders in the public procurement procedure.
3.1.8 In order to participate in the procedure, the Economic Operator needs to be registered in ESPP and possess a qualified electronic signature certificate in accordance with the electronic signature regulations. The Economic Operator registers in ESPP by filling out a registration form that is an integral part of ESPP
.
Note: At the moment of submitting a group offer, all members of the group should be registered on the Electronic System for Public Procurement. 

3.2 Variant
3.2.1 The Contracting Authority shall not allow submission of Variants.
3.3 Costs for submitting a Tender
3.3.1 The Economic Operator shall bear all costs related to the preparation and submission of the offer, and the Contracting Authority shall not responsible for those costs regardless of the conduct and outcome of the public procurement procedure.

3.4 Language of the Tender
3.4.1 The tender, documents related to the tender, as well as all correspondence is in the Macedonian language using its Cyrillic script.

For tenderers from other countries, the tender can be in English with a working translation into Macedonian, whereby the original tender in English will be the subject of evaluation. The accompanying documents and printed literature that are part of the tender may be in another language, and during the evaluation of the offers, the commission may request a translation into Macedonian.

3.5 Advance payment
3.5. For the performance of the Public Contract (PART 1, PART 2, PART 3 and PART 4), an advance payment is allowed in a maximum amount of up to 20% of the value of the contract by attaching a valid bank guarantee from the Contractors of the procurement in the amount of the agreed advance.

3.5.2 he settlement of the paid advance shall be carried out through completed works with the last invoice.
3.6 Tender price
3.6.1 The price of the tender should include all costs and discounts on the total price of the offer, without VAT, which is expressed separately, in denars.

3.6.2. The Economic Operator must enter the offered price in ESPP through the "Submit an offer/application for participation" web form, "Offer data" panel, in the field for entering the price. The price of the tender is written in numbers and letters. (If the tender is submitted by a foreign Economic Operator, the price of the tender is written in English letters in addition to numbers..)
3.6.3. The price of the Tender is expressed in denars, which shall be used as a currency that is to be used for the evaluation of tenders. The foreign tenderers, which have to express the tender in denars, the exchange rate list to be used shall be that of the National Bank of the Republic of North Macedonia, and the exchange rates shall be the ones that have been valid 14 days prior to the limit for receipt of tenders. 

3.7 Price revision
3.7.1 During the implementation of the Public Contract, no price correction is foreseen, i.e. the prices expressed in the tender of the most favorable tenderer shall be fixed for the entire duration of the Public Contract.
3.8 Method of delivery / Performance of the service 

3.8.1. For PART 1, PART 2, PART 3 - For the exact quantities of the completed works, a measurement book shall be drawn up, which shall be signed by the competent persons of the Contracting Authority and the Contractor, and the value thereof must not exceed the estimated budget for the public procurement in question. 

For PART 4 - For the exact quantities of the furniture and equipment, a receipt/delivery note shall be signed by the competent persons of the Contracting Authority and the Contractor of the procurement, and the value thereof must not exceed the budget for the public procurement in question. 

The Tenderer of the procurement is obliged to perform the subject of the contract in the following way: In the facility in accordance with the requirements of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, in accordance with the conditions specified in the tender documentation and the attached technical specification with project sketches.

   PART 1, PART 2 and PART 3

The tenderer of the procurement should perform the works in uninterrupted continuity.
PART 4 

The equipment shall be delivered and installed at the Zurich facility immediately after the completion of the works of Part 1 on an uninterrupted basis.

 - Guarantee of the performed works of at least 10 years for PART 1 and PART 2
The Guarantee shall apply to the built-in materials and the works performed during the operation of the facility under normal conditions, and shall not apply to damage caused by force majeure (floods, fire, earthquakes, etc., extreme weather conditions and extraordinary events).

- The Guarantee of the installed furniture and other interior equipment shall be a minimum of 2 years or the factory warranty of the installed equipment for PART 4
3.9 Delivery date / Date of performing the service 

3.9.1 The Contractor of the procurement is obliged to carry out the construction works of the facility determined in the tender documentation for PART 1, within a maximum period of 5 months from the date of conclusion of the Contract and after introducing the Contractor of the procurement to the works on site in the facility in Zurich. 

 For PART 2, the maximum deadline for the realization of works is 30 days from the date of conclusion of the Contract and after the introduction of the Contractor in the works on site in the facility in Zurich. 

For PART 3, the maximum deadline for the realization of works is 15 days from the date of conclusion of the Contract and after the introduction of the Contractor in the works on site in the facility in Zurich. 

For PART 4, the deadline for delivery and installation of the furniture and equipment in the ZURICH facility is a maximum of 160 days from the date of conclusion of the contract, depending on the established method of realization of the construction works from PART 1 at the request of the Contracting Authority.
3.10 Method of payment
3.10.1 Payment method for PART 1 is with transfer order. The Contracting Authority shall make the payment of the purchase in question successively after completed groups of works or delivery of a larger quantity of materials, whereby the delivery of materials will be charged in the amount of 50% of the value of the position determined in the final accepted offer of the Carrier of the procurement, within the legal term from the date of receipt of the invoice in the archive of the Contracting Authority and a signed measurement book by both parties for the completed works, to the account and bank of the Contractor in accordance with the Law on Financial Discipline.

The method of payment for PART 2 is with a transfer order within the legal term after the works have been completed and the invoice and measurement book for completed works signed by both parties have been submitted.

The method of payment for PART 3 is with a transfer order within the legal term after the realization of the works and the delivered invoice and measurement book for the completed works signed by both parties.

The method of payment for PART 4 is with a transfer order within the legal term after the completion of the works and the delivery of an invoice and a record of application and installed furniture and equipment signed by both parties.

The Contracting uthority has the right to hire supervision over the implementation of works for all four parts

The signing of measurement books, records of delivered and installed equipment, etc., by the Contracting Authority may be delegated to a supervisory authority if the Contracting Authority decides to hire supervision over the implementation of the works.
3.11 Validity period of the tender
3.11.1 The tender should be valid for 90 days. 

3.11.2 The Contracting Authority may, in exceptional cases not caused by its fault, ask the tenderers to extend the period of validity of the tenders.

3.12 Means of assurance
3.12.1 Tender guarantee
3.12.1.1 With the tender, the Economic Operator submits a Statement of Steadiness.

3.12.1.2 With the statement, the Economic Operator declares that:

· shall not withdraw its tender before the expiry of the validity period,

· shall accept the correction of the arithmetical errors made by the committee,

· shall sign the public contract in compliance with the requirements of the tender documentation and the tender submitted, or
· shall provide the Performance Guarantee, if so required by the Contracting Authority in the Tender Documentation.

3.12.2 Performance Guarantee
3.12.2.1 The Contracting Authority shall require from the winning tenderer to provide a Performance Guarantee in the form of a bank guarantee in the amount of 5 % of the value of the Public Contract.

- The guarantee from item 3.12.2.1 is submitted in the form of a bank guarantee in written form. The guarantee must be submitted in original form. Copies are not accepted.
- The guarantee for quality performance of the contract shall be valid until the full implementation of the contract.
- The bank guarantee for quality performance of the contract shall be in the currency of the contract. 
- The guarantee for quality performance of the contract should be issued by a bank.
- The guarantee for quality performance of the contract is delivered within the specified period, namely: in person to the contact person specified in the tender documentation.
3.13  Visit to the site
3.13.1 A visit the location (optional) is possible for all interested Economic Operators on the spot of the positions planned for performance in the facility of the Consulate of the Republic of North Macedonia in Zurich in the period from the announcement of the call to the date of opening of the tenders determined in the tender documentation and the call at:

· „Eidmattstrasse 33, CH-8032 Zurich’’.
· Inspection costs are borne by the Economic Operator. The inspection is scheduled with a 4-day notice at the contact numbers listed in this tender documentation.
4. RECEIPT AND OPENING OF TENDERS
4.1 Receipt of tenders
4.1.1 The tender shall be submitted in accordance with the tender documentation by using the attached templates. 
4.1.2 The tender shall be binding for the entire validity period determined by the Contracting Authority. 

4.1.3 The tenderer shall submit the tender with price including all costs and discounts to the total price of the tender, net of VAT, which is shown separately, in Denar or in currency as specified in the tender documentation.

4.1.4 The tender price shall be expressed for the total subject-matter of the procurement. 
4.1.5 The tenderer may modify, replace or withdraw its tender before the expiry of the time limit for the receipt of tenders.

4.1.6 The tender shall be submitted in electronic form through ESPP and it should be electronically signed using a qualified electronic signature certificate by the responsible person of the Economic Operator or a person authorized by them. The certificate should be valid at least until the moment of the public opening, i.e. the deadline for submission of tenders.

4.1.7 If the tender is signed by a person authorized by the responsible person, an authorization to sign the tender signed by the responsible person is attached. 

The power of attorney will be considered valid if it is attached in:

а) electronic form signed with the manager's electronic signature or
b) in scanned form, with stamp and handwritten signature of the manager.

Note: More detailed information on the method of digital signing is contained in the manual "General and technical recommendations for the use of ESPP for Economic Operators and Contracting Authorities" published on the home page of ESPP in the "Documents" section.
4.1.8  Tenders containing a shorter period of validity than that determined in item 3.8.1 of the tender documentation will be rejected as unacceptable.

4.2. Time limit for the receipt of tenders
4.2.1 The deadline for submitting the tender shall be specified in the call.

4.2.2 Tenders shall be submitted through the ESPP at the following web address: https://www.e-nabavki.gov.mk.

4.2.3 After the deadline for submission of tenders, they shall not be submitted through ESPP.

4.3. Elements of the tender
4.3.1 The tender shall be comprised of the following elements:

· filled-in template of the Tener 
· Technical Specifications Excel tables APPENDIX 1 ( PART 1/PART 2/PART 3/PART 4)
· Statement of Steadiness
· filled-in template of list of confidential information (if there is no such information, the template should not be submitted),

· document for proving that there are no grounds for exclusion from the procedure,

· document for proving suitability to pursue the professional activity,

· dоcuments for proving technical and professional ability,
· documents for proving economical and financial standing,
· written authorization for the representative of the group of Economic Operators (if it is a individual tenderer, this indent shall be erased).

4.3.2 The Economic Operator shall prepare and submit the tender based on the electronic offer forms given in this tender documentation. If the Economic Operator cannot fully and comprehensively express his tender on the given tender form in this tender documentation, they may use another form on which they shall submit their tender, provided that such form contains all the elements of the tender form given in this tender documentation. A tender submitted on a tender form that does not contain all the elements in accordance with the tender documentation may be rejected as unacceptable.  

4.4 Opening of tenders
4.4.1 The opening of the tenders is public, and shall be carried out on the day and hour determined as the deadline for submission of the tenders specified in the announcement, at the following location of the MFA at Filip Vtori Makedonski St. No. 7.
4.4.2 The tenderer may have his own authorized representative at the public opening of the tender, whereby the authorized representative should hand over to the commission a written authorization from the tenderer, if they want to make comments during the public opening procedure.

4.4.3 The commission for public procurement shall open the tenders in case there is one tender only. 

4.4.4 During opening the tenders, a minutes shall be kept from the opening and the same shall be available to the ESPP of the Economic Operators who submitted a tender.

5. EVALUATION OF TENDERS
5.1 Selection requirements 

5.1.1 Economic Operators shall be able to participate in the public procurement procedure for which the Contracting Authority shall identify:
· that there are no grounds for exlusion from the procedure,
· that the qualitative selection requirements have been fulfilled, including:
a)  suitability to pursue the professional activity;

b) economic and financial standing; 

c) technical and professional ability.

5.2 Reasons for exclusion from the procedure  

5.2.1 The Contracting Authority shall exclude an Economic Operator from the Public Procurement Procedure:

1) where it has established that, in the last five years, the Economic Operator or the person who is a member of the management or supervisory body of that Economic Operator or has powers of representation, decision or control therein, has been the subject of a conviction by final judgement for a crime that includes element of the following criminal offences laid down in the Criminal Code: participation in a criminal organization; corruption; contributions and tax evasion; terrorism or offences linked to terrorist activities; money laundering or terrorist financing; and abuse of child labour and trafficking in human beings.

2) that has unpaid taxes, contributions or other public duties, unless the Economic Operator is approved delayed payment of taxes, contributions or other public duties, in accordance with the special regulations and it pays them on a regular basis;

3) that is under a bankruptcy or liquidation procedure;

4) that has been imposed a secondary sentence involving prohibition to participate in open call procedures, procedures for awarding public contracts and contracts for public private partnership;

5) that has been imposed a secondary sentence involving temporary prohibition or permanent prohibition to pursue a certain activity;

6) that has been the subject of a misdemeanor sanction involving prohibition to pursue a profession, activity or duty, or a temporary prohibition for pursuing a specific activity; or single document for proving the capacity
7) that presents false information or does not submit the information required by the Contracting Authority.

5.2.2      The Contracting Authority shall exclude an Economic Operator from the Public Procurement Procedure where that Economic Operator until the expiry of the time limit for the receipt of tenders or requests to participate is on the negative reference list. 

5.2.3 For proving that there are no conditions for exclusion from the procedure, an Economic Operator shall submit the following documents: 

· statement of the Economic Operator that, in the last 5 years, the Economic Operator or the person who is a member of the management or supervisory board of that Economic Operator or has powers of representation, decision or control therein, has been subject of a conviction by final judgement for a crime that includes element of the following criminal offences laid down in the Criminal Code: participation in a criminal organization; corruption; contributions and tax evasion; terrorism or offences linked to terrorist activities; money laundering or terrorist financing; and abuse of child labour and trafficking in human beings;
· certificate for paid taxes, contributions and other public duties by a competent body in the country where the Economic Operator is registered;
· certificate that there is no open bankruptcy procedure by a competent body or a single document for proving the capacity;
· certificate that there is no open liquidation procedure by a competent body or a single document for proving the capacity;
· certificate from Register of sentences for committed crimes by legal entities that there has not been imposed a secondary sentence involving prohibition to participate in open call procedures, procedures for awarding public contracts and contracts for public private partnership or a single document for proving the capacity;
· certificate from Register of sentences for committed crimes by legal entities that there has not been imposed a secondary sentence involving a temporary prohibition to pursue a certain activity or a single document for proving the capacity;
· certificate from Register of sentences for committed crimes by legal entities that there has not been imposed a secondary sentence involving a permanent prohibition to pursue a certain activity or a single document for proving the capacity;
· certificate that they have not been the subject of a misdemeanor sanction involving a prohibition to pursue a profession, activity or duty, or a single document for proving the capacity; and
· certificate that they have not been the subject of a misdemeanor sanction involving a temporary prohibition for pursuing a specific activity or a single document for proving the capacity.
5.2.4 The statement from indent 1 of subitem 5.2.3 shall be drawn up by the Economic Operator themselves in electronic form and signed with a qualified electronic signature certificate and it shall not need to be certified by a competent authority. 

5.2.5 The certificates from subitem 5.2.3 shall be issued by competent authorities in the country where the Economic Operator is registered. If the country in which the Economic Operator is registered shall not issue these documents or if they shall not cover all the above cases, the Economic Operator can submit a statement certified by a competent authority.

5.2.6 The documents from subitem 5.2.3 must not be older than 6 (six) months counted from the deadline for submission of tender.

5.3 Requirements for qualitative selection 

5.3.1 Suitability to pursue the professional activity
5.3.1.1 As a requirement for determining the suitability to pursue a professional activity, the Economic Operator shall submit proof that it is registered as a natural person or a legal entity for pursuing the activity related to the Subject-matter of the Procurement, a single document for proving the capacity or proof that it belongs to a relevant professional association in accordance with the regulations of the country where it is registered.
5.3.1.2 The Economic Operator proves the fulfillment of the minimum conditions from subitem 5.3.1.1 by submitting:

· Document for registered activity –DRD Form as proof that they are registered as a natural or legal person for performing the activity related to the subject of the Public Contract or proof that they belong to an appropriate professional association in accordance with the regulations of the country where they are registered. In the Republic of North Macedonia, the competent authority for issuing this document is the Central Registry of the Republic of North Macedonia.

Note: In case of a group of Economic Operators, all members of the group individually prove the ability to perform a professional activity.

5.3.2 Economic and financial standing
 
5.3.2.1 To qualify as capable of performing the subject of contract for PART 1 in terms of their economic and financial condition, the Economic Operator shall fulfill the following minimum requirements:

- A minimum of 30,000,000.00 denars total annual income in one of the last three years.   

5.3.2.2 The Economic Operator proves the fulfillment of the minimum requirement of subitem 5.3.2.1 for PART 1 by submitting:

1. Balance sheet report issued by a competent authority, i.e. audited balance sheet, or extracts from the balance sheet report in cases where publication of the balance sheet is prescribed by law in the country where the Economic Operator is registered; or 
2. statement of the company's total income (data from the income statement issued by a competent authority, i.e. audited income statement) or an equivalent document issued by a competent authority in the country where the Economic Operator is registered and where required, a statement for the income in the area covered by the Public Contract, and at most for the last three financial years for which such information is available, depending on the date on which the company was founded or started working and depending on the availability of such information.

5.3.2.3 If the Economic Operator carries out the activity for a period of less than three years, the minimum condition for determining the economic and financial situation is that the Economic Operator has fulfilled the condition of subitem 5.3.2.1 in the years for which there is data. 

5.3.2.4 The economic and financial standing of the Economic Operator can rely on the capacities of other entity, regardless of the legal links between them.

5.3.2.5 Where an Economic Operator relies on the capacities of other entity with regard to requirements relating to the economic and financial standing, the supporting entity is liable for the execution of the contract, for the value of the part it supports.
5.3.2.6 Where an Economic Operator relies on the capacities of other entities, they shall be obliged to demonstrate by valid means of proof that they will have the necessary resources for performance of the contract at their disposal.

5.3.2.7  The entity on the capacity of which the Economic Operator relies should fulfill the requirements for qualitative selection and the capacity in relation to the grounds for their exclusion.
5.3.2.8 Where Economic Operators submit a tender as a group of Economic Operators, the economic and financial standing is proven in a manner stipulated in items from 5.3.2.4 to 5.3.2.7.

5.3.2.5 If the Economic Operators submit a tender as a group of Economic Operators, the economic and financial standing is proven by taking into consideration the resources of all the group members. If the group of Economic Operators is financially supported by a third entity, the economic and financial standing is determined according to the above mentioned.

5.3.3 Technical and professional ability

5.3.3.1 The required technical and professional ability for quality performance of the contract, the Contracting Authoridy shall determine it through the following summed minimal requirements:   

а. For PART 1, the tenderer must have a minimum of 15 employees or hired persons for the performance of the procurement subject, of which the employees or hired persons who are not citizens of the Swiss Confederation and have a regulated residence, in addition, work permits for work in The Swiss Confederation.
5.3.3.2 The Economic Operator proves the fulfillment of the minimum conditions from subitem 5.3.3.1 for PART 1 by submitting:


а. To prove the Personnel of the Economic Operator
- with a description of the technical staff and technical authorities that shall participate in the execution of the public procurement, especially those who are responsible for quality control, and in the case of public procurement of works, those who will be involved in the performance of the works, regardless on whether they are employed by the Economic Operator or not;

- For PART 1 
- The Economic Operator should submit a Statement with their offer that they have employed or hired at least 15 people to perform the subject of the procurement, stating their first and last name, and also as proof of the employees they should submit a Listing issued by the RSM Employment Agency for employed persons for performing the activity related to the subject of the Public Contract or an equivalent document issued by a competent authority in the country where the Economic Operator is registered no older than 30 days from the deadline for submitting tenders or contracts for hiring persons who are employed.

- for employees or hired persons who are not citizens of the Swiss Confederation and who have a regulated residence, work permits for work in the Swiss Confederation should be submitted in addition.
5.4  Reliance on the capacities of other entities 

(1) In the Public Procurement Procedure, the Economic Operator may, with a view to fulfilling the requirements for qualitative selection relating to the economic and financial standing and the technical and professional ability, rely on the capacities of other entities (legal entity or natural person), regardless of the legal links between them.

(2) In the Public Procurement Procedure, the Economic Operator may rely on the capacities of other entity so as to prove that it fulfills the requirements for qualitative selection relating to the educational and professional qualifications or to the relevant professional experience, only if the other entity will execute the works or provide the services for which these capacities are required.

(3) Where an Economic Operator relies on the capacities of other entity, it shall be obliged to prove the reliance by valid evidence demonstrating that the entity will put the relevant resources at its disposal. As a valid proof that the subject shall make the appropriate resources available to the Economic Operator, only concrete agreements for business-technical cooperation will be taken into account, which are properly archivally certified with signatures and stamps of both Contracting Parties and digitally signed by both Contracting Parties, and if one of the Parties does not have a digital certificate, sign and print it on paper that refers to the number of the advertisement and the specific item of procurement to which the deviation refers, as well as specifically to which resources the support refers. Business-technical cooperation agreements that do not contain all the above conditions will not be considered valid during the evaluation of tenders.

4) The Contracting Authority shall verify whether the entity on the capacity of which the Economic Operator relies fulfills the relevant requirements for qualitative selection and whether there are grounds for their exclusion, which means that the Economic Operator should submit documentation on whether there are grounds for their exclusion from the procedure, whether the requirements for qualitative selection laid down in Articles 89, 90, 91 and 92 of the Law on Public Procurement.

 (5) The group of Economic Operators may rely on the capacities of the group members or of other entities in a manner laid down above.
(6) Due to fulfilling the standards for quality systems and for environment management, the Economic Operator is not able to use the capacity of other entities in the Public Procurement Procedure.

NOTE
Whether the Economic Operator uses the capacity of other entities Natural Person/Persons, in order for the Contracting Authority to check the grounds for their exclusion from the procedure, the Economic Operator shall submit the following evidence/documents for Natural Person/Persons:
- statement that in the last five years has not been a subject of a conviction by final judgement for a crime that includes elements of the criminal offences laid down in Article 88 paragraph 1 of the Public Procurement Law, (The statement is prepared electronically by the natural person), if
· they own a qualified certificate for electronic signature, it is signed and delivered and the same should not be certified by a competent body, or
· they do not own a qualified certificate for electronic signature, they manually sign it and is submitted by the Economic Operator - tenderer in scanned form, and the same should not be certified by a competent body.
- certificate that there has not been imposed a secondary sentence involving prohibition to participate in open call procedures,

- certificate that there has not been imposed a secondary sentence involving temporary prohibition or permanent prohibition to pursue a certain activity,

- certificate that they have not been the subject of a misdemeanor sanction involving prohibition to pursue a profession, activity or duty, or a temporary prohibition for pursuing a specific activity, issued by CRNM
- certificate for paid taxes, contributions and other public duties by a competent body, unless the Economic Operator is a VAT taxpayer or personal income tax;
- The natural persons should provide the below mentioned documents from a competent court according their birthplace, including:
· certificate that they have not been imposed a secondary sentence involving prohibition to participate in open call procedures, procedures for awarding public contracts and contracts for public private partnership;
· certificate that they have not been imposed a secondary sentence involving temporary prohibition to pursue a certain activity or a single document for proving the capacity; and
· certificate that they have not been imposed a secondary sentence involving permanent prohibition to pursue a certain activity or single document for proving the capacity.
Whether the Economic Operator uses the capacities from other entity from a foreign country, the document for proving whether there are grounds for exclusion from the procedures and whether the requirements for qualitative selection are fulfilled, the Economic Operator submits them as documents equivalent to those of the Republic of North Macedonia, issued by a competent body in the country where the entity is registered.
5.5 Criterion for selection of the most advantageous tender
5.5.1. As a criterion for selection of the most advantageous tender, the Contracting Authority shall use the economically the most advantageous tender based on:

- the price

5.5.2. The tender with the lowest offered price shall be selected as the most advantageous tender.

5.6 Evaluation of tenders
5.6.1. In the open procedure and simplified open procedure, the committee, prior to the evaluation of tenders, shall verify whether the tenderer’s qualification documents are complete and valid. Simultaneously, according to Article 101 paragraph 13 of the Law, ESPP revises the list of issued negative references.

5.6.2. When verifying the completeness and validity of the tenderer’s qualification documents and during the evaluation of the tender, the committee may require that tenderers clarify or supplement their documents, provided that there are no significant deviations from the required documentation, taking into consideration the required clarification or supplement shall not confer advantages in favor of a certain Economic Operator.

5.6.3 The tenderer shall submit the requested clarification through the ESPP within the time limit fixed by the committee.
5.6.4. No changes to the financial and technical proposals, except for correction of arithmetical errors, shall be required, offered or allowed by the committee.

5.6.5. The committee may directly ask the tenderer, with the purpose of clarifying the tender, to translate elements of the tender related to the technical documentation for which they allowed, in the tender documentation, to be drawn up in a foreign language.

5.6.6. The evaluation of tenders shall be conducted only in accordance with the criteria stated in the tender documentation.

5.6.7. After the evaluation, the committee shall rank the tenders and prepare a proposal for the selection of the most advantageous tender.

5.7 Data protection
5.7.1. The Contracting Authority shall not disclose information submitted by the Economic Operator which has been designated as a trade secret or identified as classified information.

5.7.2 The Economic Operator may, by virtue of a law, other regulation or a general legal act, designate specific data as a trade secret or as classified, including the technical or trade secrets contained in the tender or request to participate, provided that it indicates the legal grounds on the basis of which they are designated as secret or as classified.

5.7.3 The Economic Operator shall not designate as a trade secret or as classified information: the price of the tender, the lifecycle costing, the specifications of supplies, services or works in the tender, the quantities, the data concerning the selection criteria, the public documents, extracts from public registers and other data which in accordance with the special regulations have to be published or shall not be designated as trade secrets or as classified information.

5.8 Correcting arithmetical errors
Alternative 1

5.8.1 If the tender is acceptable and composed and submitted in accordance with the Tender Documentation, the Contracting Authority shall correct the arithmetical errors the following way:

·  if there is noncompliance between the words and numbers, the value written in words prevails;
· if there is a difference between the single price and the total price, the single price prevails.
5.8.2 In case of noncompliance between the price entered on ESPP and the price entered into the tender template, the price entered into the tender template is considered as valid. In this case, the commission shall modify the change entered on ESPP.
Alternative 2

5.8.1 In case of noncompliance between the total sum of the single prices of the parts and the amount given as a total price, the sum of the single prices prevails, and the total prices should be appropriately corrected.

5.8.2 When there is noncompliance between the single prices and the total prices obtain by the single prices multiplied with the given quantities, the single price prevails, and the total price shall be corrected, except if according the opinion of the Contracting Authority there is an obvious noncompliance with the decimals in relation to the single price, and in that case, the single prices should be corrected accordingly the total price.

5.8.3 In case of a complete noncompliance between the total price and the sum of individual prices, than the sum of the single prices prevails, and the total prices should be accordingly corrected.

5.8.4 In case of noncompliance between the words and numbers, the amount written in words prevails, except if the written amount in words results from an arithmetical error, in which case one should act in accordance with the above items 5.9.1 and 5.9.2.
5.8.5 In case of noncompliance between the price entered on ESPP and the price entered into the tender template, the price entered into the tender template is considered as valid. In this case, the commission shall modify the price entered on ESPP.

5.9 Cancellation of the procedure
5.9. 1. The Contracting Authority may cancel the public procurement procedure and adopt a decision on cancellation of the procedure to that effect, where:

· the number of candidates is below the minimum number envisaged for the public procurement procedures in accordance with this Law,

· no tenders or no acceptable tenders have been submitted,

· unforeseeable changes occurred in the budget of the Contracting Authority,

· the tenderers have offered prices and conditions for performance of the public contract which are less favourable than the actual prices and conditions on the market,

· it establishes that the tender documentation contains important omissions or deficiencies,

· it obtains instructions from the Bureau to cancel the procedure in an administrative control or due to a technical problem of the ESPP that cannot be otherwise resolved, or
- due to unforeseeable and objective circumstances, the needs of the Contracting Authority have changed.

5.9.2. The Contracting Authority shall inform all participants in the public procurement procedure through the ESPP, not later than three days from the date of the cancellation, concerning the cancellation of the obligations of the participants arising from the submission of tenders and the reasons for the cancellation of the procedure.

6. CONCLUDING THE PUBLIC CONTRACT
6.1 Awarding the Public Contract
6.1.1 The Contracting Authority shall adopt a decision on selection or on cancellation of the procedure within a time limit that is not longer than the time limit for the receipt of tenders, counting from the day specified as the closing date for the receipt of tenders, and not counting the days during which the Contracting Authority waits for another entity to take certain actions.

6.1.2 The Contracting Authority shall conclude the public contract with the tenderer whose tender has been selected as the most advantageous on the basis of the technical and financial proposal within 30days from the date when the selection decision becomes final, but not later than the validity period of the tender.

6.1.3 Where the winning tenderer withdraws from concluding the contract, or if the contract is terminated due to late or poor performance, the Contracting Authority may conclude a contract with the second-best tenderer if the difference in the price is not higher than 5% vis-a-vis the initial winning tender.

6.2 Informing on awarding the Public Contract
6.2.1 The Contracting Authority, depending on the public procurement procedure, shall inform the tenderers of the decisions reached concerning the qualifications assessed, the selection of the most advantageous tender, the conclusion of the framework agreement or the cancellation of the public procurement procedure. The notification shall be sent within three days from the date of adoption of the respective decision.
6.2.2 The notification shall be accompanied by a copy of the respective decision, and the same shall be dispatched through ESPP.
6.2.3 Following the delivery of the decision on selection of the most advantageous tender or on cancellation of the procedure, and before the expiry of the time limit for lodging an appeal, the Economic Operators participating in the procedure shall have the right to inspect the entire documentation in the procedure, including the tenders or request to participate submitted, except for those documents designated as trade secret.

6.3 Concluding the contract
6.3.1 The contracting parties shall conclude the public contract in writing, within the validity period of the most advantageous tender, but not later than 30 days from the date when the selection decision becomes final.
6.3.2 The public contract shall be concluded in accordance with the conditions specified in the tender documentation and in the tender.

6.4. Contract performance
6.4.1 The contracting parties shall perform the public contract or framework agreement in accordance with the conditions specified in the tender documentation and in the most advantageous tender selected.

6.4.2 The Contracting Authority shall perform oversight as to whether the performance of the public contract is in compliance with the terms of the contract, i.e. the Contracting Authority has the right to follow the performance of the works by the Contractors of the procurement in order to monitor their regular performance, especially regarding the type, quantity and quality of the works and meeting the foreseen deadlines by appointing an Authorized person by the Contracting Authority.
6.4.3. The comment in relation to the manner of performing the works, or during the performance of the works, the Contracting Authority shall immediately notify the Contractor of the procurement.
The Contracting Authority shall notify all the comments and findings in electronic form – email.
6.4.4 The provisions of the Law regulating obligations and the substantive provisions governing the subject-matter of the procurement shall apply appropriately to the responsibility of the contracting parties for compliance with the contractual obligations, in addition to the provisions of this Law.
6.5 Modifications of the Public Procurement Contract during its term
The Public Contract may be modified during its term in accordance with Article 119 of the Public Procurement Law.

7. RIGHT TO APPEAL AND COMPLETION OF THE PROCEDURE 

7.1 Right to appeal
7.1.1 Any Economic Operator having legal interest in obtaining the public contract or framework agreement, and which has suffered or could suffer damage by a possible violation of the provisions of this Law, may initiate a review procedure against the decisions, actions and failures to undertake actions by the Contracting Authority in the public procurement procedure.

7.1.2. The appeal shall be lodged with the State Commission in electronic form, and it shall be delivered simultaneously to the State Commission and the Contracting Authority through the ESPP.

7.1.3. In the open procedure, the appeal shall be lodged within ten days from the date of:

1. the publication of the contract notice, regarding the content of the contract notice or the tender documentation;

2. the publication of the notice for modifications and additional information, regarding the content of the modifications and additional information;

3. the opening of tenders or final tenders, regarding the failure by the Contracting Authority to properly reply to the questions or requests for clarifications or modifications of the tender documentation submitted in good time; or
4. the receipt of the decision on selection of the most advantageous tender or on cancellation, regarding the procedure for evaluation and selection of the most advantageous tender or the reasons for cancellation of the procedure.

7.1.4 The appellant that has failed to lodge an appeal with reference to subitem 7.1.3 from 1, 2, 3 and 4, shall not have the right to appeal for the same legal basis in a subsequent stage of the procedure.

7.2 Completion of the Public Procurement Procedure
7.2.1. The public procurement procedure shall be completed on the date when the decision on selection or cancellation of the procedure becomes final.
7.2.3 The Contracting Authority shall return the templates, models and documents envisaged to be returned to the tenderers in the tender documentation after the completion of the procedure.
8. COMPULSORY ELEMENTS OF THE PUBLIC CONTRACT
The compulsory provisions of the contract: subject of the contract, total amount of the contract, method of payment, method of delivery, guarantee period, provisions for termination of the contract, provisions in case of dispute or similar.
